General Instructions for Parade Walkers

Generally speaking the first 20 volunteers to arrive will be given barricade positions.  These people should arrive at 1:00 pm, at the parking lot at West & Dickson & they get a tee shirt. 

Once these positions are filled additional volunteers (arriving at 2:00) will be used as parade walkers.  Sorry, no tee shirts for these. 

Instructions for walkers as follows:

1. Bring a fully charged cell phone & timepiece.

2. Walkers arrive at the staging area no later than 2:00 PM, on Saturday before Mardi Gras.  We will be staging the parade at the parking lot located behind the Bank of Fayetteville, between Mountain & Center St.

3. Find someone with purple hair who looks like he or she is in charge & report in.

4. Register your name, address, email & cell phone #.  There will be a clipboard for this.

5. You will be given this general instruction sheet containing a list of relevant phone #'s 

Please look this material over while you have time so that you are familiar with it.  If you have questions about anything, ask them now.

6.  Some of you may be costumed by the Krewe for the event; these costumes must be returned at the end of the parade, as we must use them every year.

7.  Parade walkers are assigned to entries & walk along side in the parade to prevent spectators (usually, but not always, the small ones) from running into the path of the vehicles while chasing beads.  In general an auto will have 1 walker per side, a trailer/float & tow vehicle will have 2 per side (4 total).  You will be assigned a vehicle to walk with.  It is your duty to make sure your vehicle, trailer, float or whatever is covered at all times, pay particular attention to the lead edge of the car or trailer & the wheels, also keep an eye on the vehicle in front of you to help cover the walker there (the guy behind will help cover you).  The parade is a fun but hectic thing.  It is important that all of us work to keep the public safe from harm.

10.  Once the parade reaches the Lot on Dickson & the floats are parked, report to the Demented Krewe’s booth, located in front of the old post office building, center square; return all costumes, you will be asked to look at each float, vote for first & second place & report back.  Once this is done you are free to go

11.  If you are with a service group & need certification of your time Patti will make arrangements.  (there will be a table at the Demented Krewe’s booth for this)
